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The second documentary I looked at was “Hooping Dreams” which is a documentary film. The documentary follows the lives of two African American boys who struggle to become college basketball players on the road to going professional.

This Documentary mainly consists of interviews, footage following their every step and some footage from all-star basketball games aired on TV.
This shows the journey of two boys living in Chicago wanting to become basketball players, showing the process of training and becoming a professional. 
The style of this documentary shows the observation mode documenting and following the two American boys who struggle to become college basketball players and Docudrama in areas.  

The opening shot gives away what the film is about. Gangsta/R&B music is played heavily on top over shots of various people playing basketball, in a school, on the streets and in Chicago stadium, already indicating what the documentary is about. 
The opening shot interacts with the viewers engagement because it shows that basketball is a popular sport in the States and would be hard to break into, you would have to stand out to even be considered. 

There is no ‘voice of god’ used in this documentary, instead it focuses on the two African American boys and interviewing people close to them to get a better understanding on the life they lead. 
Music is the main technique used to grip you into the scenes and it makes you almost stand up and jump and cheer them on because you want them to succeed.
