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The first documentary I looked at was “Hunting Britain’s most wanted” which was aired on Channel 4 by Cutting Edge. The documentary goes behind the scenes at New Scotland Yard's Extradition Unit as they track down murderers, suspected rapists, and armed robbers from abroad.

This Documentary mainly consists of interviews and footage. The footage shows the journey of how they catch the most wanted, from the office, to the streets and finally to the police cell. The police officers are the main characters focused in this documentary, in which they focus on 5 officers and the current investigations they are apart of.  
The style of this documentary shows the observation mode which emphases the filmmaker's engagement in observing the subject of crime and documenting them with an unobtrusive camera. There is also some elements within this documentary showing the expository mode showing the social issues of crime and violence in the UK, this is documented by a ‘voice-of-God’ narration which helps illustrate the story and allows the audience to gain a better understanding on the daily jobs they have to do, what they deal with which will hopefully gain respect for the police force for the work they do.

Cutaways of stills are used before hand to show what the person they are looking for looks like, the voice of god gives a brief summary on why they are looking for them. This has a huge impact on the audience because it makes them want the police to catch them even more knowing what they have done in the past. 

I think the techniques and elements used are delivered well, non-diegetic music is used at times to build up the tension but other than that it is mostly realistic. The filmmaker’s aim of this documentary is definitely achieved, by showing little yet showing a lot within the story.
